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How to Install OpenVPN and Connect to Chubb’s VPN Server 
 
In this tutorial I will show you how to install OpenVPN and configure it to connect to my VPN server on 
Windows 7 (32 and 64bit). Once you have this setup you will be able to use the VPN network to play 
games and access network resources over the VPN. 
 
Requirements: 

·  Windows 7 or Vista computer. (Windows XP can be used) 
·  Administrator rights. 
·  OpenVPN exe installer. 
·  Access keys and configuration files for OpenVPN. 
·  Connection to the internet. 

 
Before you start following this tutorial make sure you have the above requirements. You can download 
the OpenVPN exe file from http://openvpn.net/release/openvpn-2.1_rc15-install.exe. The access keys and 
configuration files will be sent to you on request. 
 
NOTE: The access keys are assigned to you and should not be shared with others as you can only have 
one concurrent connection per user key. 
 
Now lets get started installing OpenVPN onto your computer. Navigate to the folder where you 
downloaded the exe file using the link I specified above.  
 
Right click on the file then select Properties, once the properties box has open click on the 
Compatibility Tab . On the compatibility settings tab tick the box to run the program in compatibility 
mode then click OK. 
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Once you have set the compatibility to Windows XP (SP3) double click the exe file to start the installer. 
If you have User Account Control enabled you will have to click Yes to allow the installer access to the 
system. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
Once the Installer Wizard box comes up keep pressing next then set the folder you wish to install 
OpenVPN in and click Install . 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
When prompted to install the TAP network device click Install . 
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Once the installer has completed click Next and then Finnish. 

 
 
Now OpenVPN is now successfully installed we need to now configure it to connect to the server. You 
will need the ZIP file  that can be send to use on request that contains the access keys and configuration 
files. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Navigate to the folder containing the ZIP file  and extract all the files. Once extracted go into the folder 
you extracted the files to and click and drag to highlight all  the files. When you have all the files 
highlighted right click them and click copy.  
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Then navigate the OpenVPN configuration directory by clicking on  
Start > All Programs > OpenVPN > Shortcuts > OpenVPN configuration file directory 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
When the folder window opens right click then click paste. Click Continue to give administrator rights 
to allow for the files to be copied. 

 

 
 
Once the files have copied click on Start > All Programs > OpenVPN > OpenVPN GUI. This will start 
the GUI front end. Now click on the little hide arrow in the button left hand corner of the screen next to 
the clock. You will then see to red computer screens, double click on them. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

A box will appear then once you are connected it will disappear and your VPN IP will be displayed. 
That’s it you are now connected the VPN! Hope this tutorial was helpful and informative.
